At a minimum, the project website needs to include the following components:  

· Introduction page – This includes the mission statement and provides an overview of the project.  
· About Us – include team member bios, capabilities of the project team, contact information, and anything else pertinent to users of the site.   
· Work Samples – provide excellent examples of work created by your project team. 

· General Design – create an attractive interface that is consistent, easy to navigate, uses a good color scheme. 

· Organization – create a folder for the site and at a minimum, subfolders for Pictures, Buttons, and Projects. Create additional subfolders if needed. 
After completing your site, complete this sheet and turn it in.  Points will be included in the 3rd 6 week grading period of the semester.
